



A STATE EARNED INCOME TAX CREDIT:

A PRO-FAMILY, PRO-BUSINESS POLICY!

A state Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) would provide tax relief to hard-working, low-wage families, helping them close the gap between what they earn and what they need to make ends meet.

So Let’s:

Make Work Pay – the EITC only goes to working people.

Help Low-Wage Earners – only those earning on the low end can take advantage of the EITC – that means a family of four earning no more than $40,000.  A low-wage family could receive more than $900!
Stimulate the Local Economy – EITC filers spend the refund in their local communities on basic household necessities.

Reduce Poverty – 22 other states and the District of Columbia have passed state EITCs because they understand how it can improve the lives of low-income workers.

Make the Tax System Fairer – Connecticut workers earning less than $21,000 pay on average more than twice the rate on combined sales, property, excise, and income taxes than the wealthiest 1% of state residents.

So Let’s Pass a State EITC in the 2008 Session!
