2. You need to be working or attending a Jobs First training or education activity.
3. Your children need to be under age 13 (or under age 19 if the child has special needs).
Who can provide child care?

Providers must:

· Be licensed by the Department of Public Health (unless exempt from licensing); or
· Be a relative, like a grandparent; or
· Take care of the child in the child’s home, and 
· Be eighteen years old.
